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Editorial Policy 

	Annals of West University of Timisoara is an open international collaboration journal for communication in chemistry sciences. It publishes primary papers on all aspects of the theory and application of chemistry. The journal appears with 1 number per year, with 4 regular and special issues. Special issues are designated form for publishing the Proceedings of National and / or International Scientific Meetings (held in Timişoara) of which Faculty of Chemistry-Biology-Geography is (co-) organizer.

	Communications published in the journal comprise only original articles or short communications named also scientific notes. The reviews can be published in booklet form in some extensions of journal named “Seria Monografii de Chimie” or “Seria Monografii de Biochimie Cuantică şi Interacţii Specifice” (usually in Romanian language, but English, French or German are welcomed).

	Primary Articles are intended for presentation of findings of original scientific research in unabbreviated form. Scientific Notes, on the other hand, are intended for presentation of findings that do not warrant full-length publication or for presentation of preliminary findings. Short communications may also appear in special issues of the Journal, when the Proceedings of National and / or International Scientific Meetings (co) organized by Faculty of Chemistry-Biology-Geography are printed. 

	Beside the sections with regular papers, the first issue of each number will contain a Dissertation Abstracts section, comprising the abstracts of Master and PhD thesis defended in the previous year in Faculty of Chemistry-Biology-Geography of West University of Timisoara.

	Reviews are intended to evaluate the existing state of knowledge on a particular fact of chemical sciences. Reviews are usually solicited by the journal; however, persons interested in writing a review paper for the journal should contact the editorial office.

	The language of the journal is English. Papers from all countries will be considered for publication. The journal will only consider original papers that have not been published previously or are not considered for publication elsewhere in the same or substantially the same form in English or any other language. As a rule the opinion of reviewers with expertise in the subject of a paper will be sought before a decision is made as to whether the paper should be accepted, rejected or returned to the authors for revision. Authors will be notified of the decision a few weeks after submission of a paper.

	Authors should prepare their manuscripts submitted to the journal exactly according to the instructions given here. Manuscripts, which do not follow the format and style of the journal, may be returned to the authors for revision or rejected. The journal reserves the right to make any further formal changes and language corrections necessary in a manuscript accepted for publication so that it conforms to the requirements of the journal. Manuscripts and figures are not returned to the authors, not even upon rejection of the paper.

	To help the author to prepare their manuscript a template may be downloaded from the site of the Journal (in Manuscript Submission section).


Submission of Manuscripts

	Manuscripts must be submitted only in electronic version, with a covering letter to the following address:

The letter should be addressed to one of the editors (for electronic correspondence the following e-mail address can be used: awut_sc@cbg.uvt.ro).

	Ensure that the letter "l" and digit "1" (also letter "O" and digit "0") have been used properly, and format your article (tabs, indents, etc.) consistently. Do not allow your word processor to introduce word splits. Please adhere strictly to the general instructions on style/arrangement and, in particular, the reference style of the journal. Further information may be obtained from the Editorial office. A template of an article in the required form can be downloaded from the Journal site.

	For further details on the format and style of individual categories of manuscripts authors should also refer to published examples in the journal.

	Submission of papers must be made by the authors or the senior author and not by the head of the laboratory or a public relation office. If there is more than one author it should be stated in the letter which author is responsible for correspondence and proofs. Receipt of the manuscripts is acknowledged automatically by the editorial office.


General Information

	All sections of the manuscripts must be typewritten on one side of uniform size A4 paper with at least 13 pt. per-line spacing and a margin of 5.3 cm on top and bottom, 4.0 cm on left and right sides of the paper, with 5.3 cm for header and footer. The type used should be large and easy to read (usually font TimesNewRoman 10 pt.). Pages should be numbered consecutively. The beginning of paragraphs should be clearly shown (it is recommended to write the text in a single column table with multiple lines, each paragraph being in a different line; first line has a tab at 1.27 cm).

	With the exception of standard abbreviations, abbreviations should be kept to a minimum in all sections of manuscripts and be given in parenthesis alongside the unabbreviated expression on the first use. The words 'Table' and 'Figure' should not be abbreviated. Abbreviations should not be used in the title, in summaries or headings. Widely accepted symbols, abbreviations and units (SI) should be used. If there is any doubt about a particular symbol or abbreviation, the full expression followed by the abbreviation should be given the first time it appears in the text.

	Abbreviations used in tables and figures should be explained in the captions. In general, the recommendations of the International Union of Pure and Applied Chemistry (IUPAC) should be followed and attention should be given to the recommendation of the Analytical Chemistry Division. Decimal points should be indicated by full stops. All decimal numbers smaller than unity should include a leading zero (e.g. 0.11). Authors should draw attention to any particular chemical or biological hazards that may be involved in carrying out the experiments described. Any relevant safety precautions should be described; if an accepted code of practice has been followed, a reference to the relevant standards should be given.


Format and Style

	Articles (full paper) should contain the following sections in this order: Title, Abstract (or Summary), Key Words, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion (or Results and Discussion), Conclusion, Acknowledgements (if any), References.

	Scientific Notes should contain the following sections in this order: Title, Abstract, Key Words, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Acknowledgements (if any), References.

	Please prepare the manuscript to have even pages. For Scientific Notes restrict to maximum 4 pages.

	The Title of the paper should be concise and informative. Since titles are widely used in information retrieval systems, care should be taken to include the key words. The title should be followed by the authors' names (for male – initial fallowed by family name; for female – Christian name fallowed by family name) (without degrees), and the address of the laboratory where the work was carried out. If the present address of an author is different from that mentioned, it should be given in a footnote. An asterisk should be placed beside the name of the author responsible for inquiries and reprints. Acknowledgements of financial support are not to be made in a footnote to the title or name of the author, but should be included in the Acknowledgements at the end of the paper.

In creating a title for your paper, please omit words such as novel, rapid, improved, simple, sensitive, efficient, convenient, new. Each is felt to be redundant and actually slows down the reader who is scanning the article titles and wants to know more about the subject itself.

A running title (not exceeding 50 letters and spaces) can be used on even-header. If it is not provided by the authors the mentioned header will be conferred by the editors.

	The Abstract (or Summary) should state in no more than 15 to 20 lines the purpose of the study, basic procedures, main findings (clearly and briefly indicates what is new, different and significant) and conclusions. No references should be given.

	The Introduction should outline the purpose of the study and provide background information. Every paper must have a concise introduction that mentions what has been done before on the topic, with appropriate references, and that states clearly what is new in the paper now submitted.

	In the Material and Methods section sufficient detail should be given so that experiments can be repeated. Description of the methods is encouraged, although the original source has to be referenced. Whereas general conditions can best be specified in the Methods section, it is often better to give specific details in the figure captions. Appendix 1 lists what should typically be specified.

	The authors' results only, without interpretation, should be presented in the Results section. Discussion section should provide an interpretation of the results in relation to findings of other investigators. Although appropriate tables and illustrations contribute to a clear and concise presentation of results, they should not merely repeat data already given in the text.

	Figures and Tables should be included in the text in the place where the authors consider more appropriate. Nevertheless, when the text will be formatted for printing the figures and tables may be moved before or after the original place. Figures should be numbered in arabic numerals, Tables in Roman numerals according to their sequence in the text. The words 'Figure' and 'Table' should not be abbreviated in either the text or legends. A brief descriptive heading should be given above each table. Below the heading, the experimental conditions should be described. The layout of the tables should be given serious thought, so that the reader can grasp quickly the significance of the results. Please avoid using large tables that continue on the next page. All axes of graphs and chromatograms should be clearly labeled, with full quantitative data, or equivalent information should be provided in the legend. The size of the figures, tables and all other illustrations should not exceed the size of the text pages. Please avoid landscape orientation of illustrations.

	Simple straight-line graphs (such as calibration lines) are not acceptable, because they can readily be described in the text by means of an equation or a sentence. Claims of linearity should be supported by regression data that include slope, intercept, standard deviations of the slope and intercept, standard error and the number of data points; correlation coefficients are optional. Standard symbols should be used in line drawings; the following are available to the typesetters and can also be used in the legends: filled or open squares, triangles, circles or diamonds, + or x.

	Graphs like chromatograms and spectra must be submitted in original form (software report format, screen capture or scanned after original reports) and not redrawn. All other illustrations must be in the form of scanned after black-and-white photographic prints or original drawings. All items in a figure must be of such size that they are still legible when reduced for publication. Coloured illustrations are reproduced at the author's expense, the cost being determined by the number of pages and by the number of colours needed.

	All chemical formulas (no matter as simple they are) must be edited with specialized software (ChemWindow, ISIS, ACD/ChemSketch, etc.) and inserted in a text-box where the authors consider appropriate. The files with chemical formulas have also to be submitted on a separate folder. 

	Please introduce all illustrations (except Tables) in text box and anchor the text box to the paragraph.

	The written permission of the author and / or publisher (the copyright holder) must be obtained for the use of any illustrations (figure, graph, table etc.) already published. Its source must be indicated in the legend.

	Conclusions should be state clearly. Do not repeat the discussions, but emphasize them. If in Discussions Section were drown all the necessarily conclusions, this section can be omitted. Do not forget to mention them in Summary.


References

	References should be numbered in the order in which they are cited in the text, and listed in numerical sequence at the end of the article. The numbers should appear in the text at the appropriate places in square brackets [ ]. In the reference list, periodicals "1", book "2", chapter in a multi-author book "3", and proceedings "4" should be cited in accordance with the following examples (full information, title included):

	References to "personal communication" should be avoided. If authors insist to use it, the name of the source and affiliation, and the date (year) should be given, e.g. Smith J., University of London, 1976. Although it is assumed that any person cited as a source of personal communications has approved such citation, written authorization may be required at the Editor’s discretion. Articles not yet published are not accepted as references (neither "in press" or "submitted for publication").

	Abbreviations for the titles of journals should follow the system used by Chemical Abstracts. 


Proofs and Reprints

	Authors receive proofs of all categories of manuscripts and reprints of all categories except letters to the editors. Proofs are sent directly to the author, and should be corrected and returned immediately. For technical reasons only minor changes can be made. A reprint order form is sent with the proofs. Authors receive 10 reprints free of charge if they buy a copy of the journal; further reprints can be ordered at the author's own expense.


Copyright

	Manuscripts must be accompanied by a letter signed by the senior author stating that (a) the material discussed therein has not been published before; (b) the manuscript has not been previously submitted to any other journal; and (c) that the authors transfer the copyright to the publisher of Annals of West University of Timişoara. If the manuscript had been previously submitted to any other journal but its publication rejected for any reasons this should be stated. Authors employed by Government laboratories or agencies with special copyright regulations should state this in the letter. The whole literary matter (including text, tables, figures, diagrams and photographs) in Annals of West University of Timişoara is copyrighted. Papers that are accepted for publication must not be published elsewhere either wholly or partly, without the written permission of the Publisher. This also refers to later utilization of the material included in the original paper.


Appendix 1. 

Experimental conditions to be specified

	Chemicals. Supplier (+ city/town, state, country) and degree of purity of all less common chemicals; EC number of enzymes;

	Optical purity of enantiomers.

	Equipment. Model and manufacturer (+ city/town, state, country, year) of commercial instruments (e.g. chromatographs and detectors). For instruments that are not commercially available, sufficient detail (or a reference) should be given to allow others to construct their own instrument. Detection parameters (e.g. type, wavelength, attenuation, linearity range, limit of detection at a specified signal-to-noise ratio) should be specified.

	Sample preparation. Application papers should contain full details (even if a reference is mentioned) of the method used for sample preparation. For centrifugation steps, give details of g value and time. Injection device and volume and concentration of the injected sample should be specified.

	Column liquid chromatography 

Column. Column dimensions (length x internal diameter), manufacturer and location, packing material (for non-commercial columns or columns that are not widely used the chemical composition should be specified), particle’s diameter, pore’s diameter, column’s temperature and so on. 

Mobile phase. Complete and unambiguous description of the mobile phase composition or procedure for its preparation; pH; flow-rate; gradient programme.  k' values. When reporting values, the method for determining the hold-up time (t0) must be described.

	Gas chromatography and supercritical fluid chromatography 

Column. In addition to the parameters mentioned for column liquid chromatography, specify type of column (packed, capillary, etc.) support material, film thickness of the stationary phase, and surface modification, if applicable. 

Carrier gas. Type, purity, flow-rate or inlet pressure (bar or MPa). 

Temperature. All relevant temperatures (or temperature programmes) should be detailed.

	Planar chromatography 

Chamber. Internal dimensions, manufacturer and location, saturation, temperature, humidity. 

Thin layer or paper. Manufacturer and location, material, dimensions, type (laboratory-prepared or commercially precoated) and thickness of layer, additives (fluorescent indicator, binder), position of starting line, development mode, activation method. 

Solvent. Composition of solvent, mono-phased or upper or lower phase of two-phase mixture, total volume. 

Sample. Application method, size of spot or streak, solvent and amount of solute and volume of applied solution. 

Detection. Spray reagent, wavelength, colors’ details, RF values.

	Electrophoresis 

Matrix. For example, cellulose acetate, agarose, polyacrylamide; gel concentration; percentage cross-linker; dimensions and conditions of preparation.

Material of tube, sheet, etc., surface modification, length between column inlet and detector, temperature. 

Buffers. Complete and unambiguous description of buffers used, pH and how the pH was set or adjusted. 

Other. Injection method, voltage, current. In electropherograms, anode and cathode should be indicated.
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
